Explore Places on Earth
In this activity, you will explore some locations on planet Earth using ArcGIS Explorer.  

All data should be stored in the C:\2-4 folder.
Step 1 – Navigate the planet 
1. Double-click EarthMap.nmf on the Desktop to open the map.

2. Explore the Navigator. 
a. Click a cardinal direction arrow to spin the world in that direction. 
b. Move the Zoom slider to zoom in and out.

i. When you zoom in, you see more detail.
c. Move the Tilt slider to change the tilt.

d. Spin the Navigator to rotate the world.

e. Use Reset Tilt, Reset North, and Full Extent to return to the original positions.

3. Use the mouse to navigate.

a. Left-click and drag to spin the world.

b. Turn the mouse wheel to zoom in and out.

c. Click the mouse wheel to tilt.

d. Right-click and drag to fly.

4. In Contents, turn on the World Boundaries and Places layer.
5. Pan to North America and zoom in.
What places do you see in North America?  What places do you see as you zoom in further?  Zoom out more?
6. In Contents, turn on the World Transportation layer.
7. Zoom in farther.

What types of roads do you see as you zoom in and out?

8. Pan around the planet to other continents.

What places can you find around the planet?  What road networks do you see?

STOP!!  Time to switch places with your partner!
Step 2 – Travel to key places on the planet 
9. In Contents, right-click San Diego Convention Center and click Go To.

That’s where we are right now. Can you recognize it from this angle? You see everything as if you were up above in a plane.

Wouldn’t you rather be somewhere else if you could?

10. In Contents, right-click Disneyland and click Go To.

Can you find any of the following landmarks at Disneyland?
· Space Mountain

· Big Thunder Mountain

· Matterhorn

· Jungle Cruise

Let’s visit a more serious place.
11. In Contents, right-click White House and click Go To.. Zoom in a little closer.

That’s where the president lives.  What other landmarks are near the White House?
What about finding where you live?
12. On the Home tab, click Find.

a. Type your address in the box.  Include your zip code if you know it.  

b. Click the magnify glass or press enter to search.
c. If more than one result appears, right-click the address that looks the best  and click Move to Map.

d. In Contents, right-click your address and click Go To.
How different does your home look in the image, compared to what you see every day?
13. On the Home tab, click Find.

a. Type your partners’ address in the box.  Include your zip code if you know it.

b. Right-click the address result and click Move to Map.

c. In Contents, right-click your address and click Go To.
14. Spend some time searching for other places of interest on the planet Earth.
a. Some suggestions: the Eiffel Tower, the Great Wall of China, Victoria Falls, Machu Picchu, Nile River, Amazon River, the Great Pyramids, Great Barrier Reef, Great Rift Valley, Mount Everest, Statue of Liberty, St. Louis Arch, the Florida Keys, Space Needle, and the Golden Gate Bridge. 
15. Close ArcGIS Explorer.
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
