Exploring Historical China

In this activity, you will explore famous sites throughout China, many of which have historical significance.  

Step 1 – Getting started 
 
1. Open Internet Explorer.

2. For the URL, type http://www.arcgis.com/home and press Enter.

3. In the search bar, type Kids Camp.	

4. Click the magnifying glass to search.

5. From the search result Historical_China, click Open.

This opens the service in a web map.  The service displays information about several 
sites to visit throughout China.
Step 2 – Change the web map

Now you will modify the web map by selecting your basemap.

6. Click Basemap .

7. Change the basemap to any one you like by clicking your chosen basemap.

You can also change properties about the historic sites in China.

8. In the Table of Contents, click Show Contents of Map .

9. Click the arrow next to Historical China – Historic Sites. 

10. Click Change Symbols.

11. Click Change Symbol  
to select a symbol.

12. Change the symbol to whatever you would like, 
then click Done .

Step 3 – Explore the sites

13. Click a symbol in the map.

When you click the symbol a pop-up will display.  It will show you the name of the site and provide a link to a website with more information about the location.

14. Click More Info to find out more about the site.

15. When you are done exploring this site, click the tab to take you back to your web map.

16. Click another site, and explore more information about it.
