Esri Kids Camp 2012 Grades 2-4
Imperial China

In this activity, you will explore the geographical changes of Imperial China throughout history.  

Step 1 – Getting started 
 
1. Double-click Imperial China.mxd on the Desktop to open the map.

Q: What layers are already in the map?
A: Remember, your layers are listed in the Table of Contents.  Which layers are listed?
	Historical Capitals
	Dynasty Boundaries
	Basemap

2. From the File menu, click Add Data then click Add Basemap.

3. Change the basemap to any basemap you would like to use.

4. Click Add .

5. From the File menu, select Save As.

a. Navigate to the Desktop .

b. Change the file name to your first names.

c. Click Save.

Step 2 – Explore the time slider

Now you will use the time slider to change the data shown in the map.  The boundaries and capitals change through history.

6. On the Tools toolbar, click the Time Slider button .

7. In the Time Slider, click the Time button  to enable time on the map.

8.   Click the Play button .

Q: How have the boundaries and capitals changed over time?

9. Click Play again; this time, watch the time slider as it plays.

Q: What is the amount of time displayed on the time slider?
A: Ten years (one decade).  Each amount of time, or interval, on the time slider represents 10 years of history.

10. To access other information about the dynasty:

a. Click the Identify  button.

b. Click the boundary on your map.

Q: What is the name of the dynasty?
A: Qing Dynasty (“Ching”)

Q: When did the dynasty begin?
A: 1644

Q: When did the dynasty end?
A: 1912

11. Click the hyperlink in the pop-up.

Q: Does anyone know what this is a picture of?
A: The Forbidden City, where the emperor used to live.

12. Close the web browser when you are done looking at the picture.

13. Click on the capital. (Move the Identify window if you need to.)

Q: What is the name of the capital of the Qing dynasty?
A: Beijing


So, now you know something about the last dynasty – but what about the other dynasties that you saw with the time slider?  

14. Close the Identify window.

Step 3 – Explore each of the Chinese dynasties

15. On the time slider, move the slider to the left to the date 1/1/0150.

16. Click the dynasty boundary on the map to answer the questions in your handout.

Q: What’s the name of the dynasty?
A: The Han Dynasty

Q: When did the Han dynasty rule from?
A: 206 BCE to 220 CE

17. Click the hyperlink in the Identify window to see an artifact related to the Han dynasty.

18. Click the capital on the map to answer the following question in your handout.

Q: What is the capital of the Han dynasty?
A: Luoyang

19. Use the handout provided to help you learn about the next three dynasties.

20. Continue until you have finished with the Tang Dynasty.

STOP!!  Time to switch places with your partner!

21. Once you have switched, continue learning about the rest of the dynasties, through the Qing dynasty.  

Step 4 – Create a video

22. If you would like, change the symbology of your capitals and boundaries.

a. Hint: use the same techniques you used in your mapping exercise.

23. On the Time Slider, click the Export to Video  button.

a. Navigate to the Desktop, and name your video Historical China.

b. Click Export .

24. In the Video Compression dialog box, change the Key Frame value to 1.

25. Click OK.

The video may take several moments to export.  The screen will seem to blink as it captures each frame of the video.

26. Minimize ArcMap.

27. On the Desktop, double-click Historical China.avi and watch the short video you made.
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
